BIRTHDAYS AROUND THE WORLD (AGES 5-12)

Find out how kids celebrate their birthdays in other
countries. Create a new tradition for your community
center to honor kids on their special day. Some
examples follow.

Canada: The birthday child’s nose get greased with
butter or margarine.

Japan: The birthday child eats noodles, for a long life.

Norway: The birthday child
stands in front of the group
and performs a little dance
with a friend while everyone
sings a happy birthday song.

Puerto Rico: The birthday
child gets a tap on the arm
for each year.
