BIRTHDAY PINATA

Materials: balloon, newspaper, water, flour, paint,
paint brushes, streamers, tissue paper

Day 1: Blow up balloon. Mix 1 part water and 2 parts
flour; stir until it looks like thick glue. Dip strips of
newspaper in mixture. Cover balloon with 2 layers
of strips. Leave a hole at the top for candy. Let dry.

Day 2: Repeat process.

Day 3: Paint pifata bright colors.
Add streamers. Pop balloon.
